Lincoln Aluminum Over the Post Bracket

Over the post brackets can not be used in the following locations: at the bottom of a stair or at the top of a stair. They may also not be 
used at angles other than 90°. 

On straight sections, cut 3-3/4” off of the top of the post. Install posts and collars. 
See Step 6 for stair installation.

Using a 2” spacer by both posts, set bottom rail against post. Center bottom rail baluster openings. A minumum of 1-1/4” is required for 
bracket. Additional clearance will be required for VAW (variable angle wedge) installations. Mark rail and cut on the mark. Align bottom 
rail to top rail. Mark top rail and cut on the mark. Attach brace plug from rail kit to bottom of rail.

Place spacers from Step 3 between posts. Assemble rail section - insert balusters into bottom rail. Attach top rail. Slide “over the post” 
bracket on to top rail. Slide bottom brackets on to bottom rail. Set rail assembly on to spacers and “over the post” brackets in to post. 
NOTE LOCATION OF SCREW TABS ON “OVER THE POST BRACKET.”
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Attach “over the post” brackets to the post. Drill a 5/32” hole centered left to right on post 1/4” from top of post, through post and tab on 
brackets. Be sure bracket is centered before drilling through tab. Install (2) #10x1” screw from railing kit, 1 per side of post and tab. Install 
bottom bracket.

Install all stair posts. Follow instructions on stair installation to determine where top rail brackets will be located on the upper 
and lower posts. Mount brackets

Run a string or chalk line under the top rail brackets and mark the remaining intermediate posts. Remove the intermediate posts 
and cut on this angle. Follow remaining stair installation instructions.

For stair installation, note “over the post” brackets may not be used on either the top or bottom post, only on intermediate posts.
